	ABC Pilot Program 
	The ABC programming has been rolled out to Easton, Orlando/Jacksonville, Downingtown, Corpus Christi and Denver for beta testing.  Results came back positive so the group decided to roll the programming out to the rest of the Database Pilot Program participants (New Orleans, Cincinnati, Woburn, and Bridgeton).  

The programming will be rolled out to these additional four locations as soon as a structured program has been established.  This will happen in March. 

Testing results show that C items are most affected by the new ABC formulas.  C items most often became B or D items.  A and B items have minimal movement.

Action Item Follow-Up

	Issue: 

Stores have called in because the Ship To and Amount Due boxes on the laser invoices appear in their envelope windows.  

Solution:

We are looking at both long term and short-term solutions.  Long term we want to develop a format that makes it easier for Database to make programming changes.

In the short term, we discussed re-organizing the invoice.  It’s important that we don’t develop something that is good for one group of stores but bad for another.   We would like to find a short-term solution that works for everyone.  Late last year, during a committee meeting, the committee suggested moving the branch locations to the bottom of the invoice, allowing for the amount due boxes to be moved up where the branch locations are currently positioned.  This would make room for the Ship To information to be moved to the right and no longer appear in the envelope windows.  

Today DST asked the committee if they still supported these suggestions.  There was no strong opposition to the solutions but the suggestion was made that we need to speak with Harold and Lance before making any changes because they had originally asked for the Amount Due boxes to be positioned as they are. 

DST will now conduct the following short-term research:

1. Talk to Harold and Lance for their opinion on changing the format of the invoice.

2. Review a Corps invoice and see how it’s formatted.

3. Evaluate the envelope options and find a best fit for the invoice format.
