Salesman Tab:  Provides a breakdown of sales for inside and outside sales men, it allows users to drill down by customer to see customer sales plus look at the products the customer purchased and see what vendors they are buying from.  Also provides users with a Sales History report.

Customer Profitability – Resides in the Bank Tab.  Displays customer profitability by breaking down the cost to produce an invoice (operational cost) vs. the number of invoices and the amount on each invoice.

	Issue: 

Stores have called in because the Ship To and Amount Due boxes on the laser invoices appear in their envelope windows.  

Solution:

With this solution users will have the ability to use the invoice option they have now or they can select the new format.  The new format removes the Total Due box which allows the Ship To area to be moved further to the right of the invoice and thus not appearing in the envelope window.  Goal is to test in Wichita and Sioux Falls.
